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As in all UK National Parks, the Authority has a responsibility for the health and safety of the visitors who use the park for activities such as walking and climbing. The Authority has a number of challenges relating to the access to the park for all groups of people and working with a range of organisations from voluntary mountain rescue teams to the RAF. The question of personal responsibility in relation to Health and Safety legislation is also raised. The Snowdonia National Park Authority is the body responsible for the management of the National Park. As in all the National Parks in the UK, the Authority does not own much of the land, but is responsible for managing the landscape and looking after the interests of the communities living within the borders of the park.
